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OVERVIEW

This lighting effect takes advantage of a RGB LED type COB to provide a light output with great brightness,
chromatic richness and great power. COB SPOT 60 is integrated in a multipar case, which makes it suitable for
installations where there is a need for changing traditional lighting. This device means a saving in power, heat
generated and useful life of the product.

There are different control modes available: DMX (with configuration for 3 and 7 channels), Auto Run, Audio
Mode (thanks to its internal programs and built-in microphone) and Master/Slave. Among all its functions, there
is the possibility to control the speed of the programs, to change the color and the strobe.

It is possible to access to all the functions and configurations through its interface, which has press-buttons to
access to the menu and a big display. Its strong handles allow an easy use and transport.

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INSTALLATION

The unit should be mounted via its screw holes on the bracket. Always ensure that the unit is firmly fixed to
avoid vibration and slipping while operating. Always ensure that the structure to which you are attaching the
unit is secure and able to support a weight of 10 times of the unit’s weight. Always use a safety cable that can
hold 12 times the weight of the unit when installing the fixture. The equipment must be fixed by professionals
at a place where is out of the reach of people and where nobody can pass by or under it.

COB SPQOT 60 allows to get configurated in different ways, and thanks to its panel is possible set it up.

Press the MENU button (once or several times) until you get to the desired

Master/Slave operation

In master/slave mode you can link a maximum of 32 units together in a daisy-chain. You must choose one of
the units as a Master and the other units will follow it in synchronous operation.

MASTER unit: In AUTO mode (3-CH dxxx or 7-CH Axxx) or audio
SLAVE units: The DMX start address must be set to d00T.

Signal Connection:

The unit is fitted with 3-pin XLR in- & output sockets.

The pins are assigned as follows:

Pin 1: Ground shield
Pin 2: Data (-) signal

Pin 3: Data (+) signal

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TROUBLESHOOTING

This short guide is meant to help and try to solve simple problems, if they continue and the device cannot
operate, please, don't try to repair it by yourself, return the device to your MARK PRO dealer.

If a problem occurs, carry out the following steps in sequence until find solve the problem. If finally, the unit
operates properly, don't continue with these next steps. If the light effect does not operate properly, refer
servicing to a technician.

No Light
Response: Suspect two potential problem areas: the power supply or the LED:s.

1- Power supply. Check that the unit is plugged into an appropriate power supply.

2- The LEDs. Return the device to your MARK PRO dealer.

3- Checkif the fuse is not blown, if it is, change it with one that keeps the same technical features. If once
the fuse is ok the device again blown it, please, don't change it again, contact the MARK PRO technical
service.

4- If all of the above appears to be OK, plug the unit in again.

5- If you are unable to determine the cause of the problem, do not open the device, as this may damage
the unit and the warranty will become void.

6- Return the device to your MARK PRO dealer.

No DMX
Response: Suspect the DMX cable or connector, a controller wrong function, a light effect DMX card error.

1- Check the DMX setting. Make sure that DMX addresses are correct.

2- Check the DMX cable: Unplug the unit; change the DMX cable; then reconnect to electrical power. Try
your DMX control again.

3- Determine whether the controller or light effect is at fault. Does the controller operate properly with
other DMX products? If not, take the controller in for repair. If so, take the DMX cable and the light effect
to a qualified technician.

DMX Connection

When fabricating your own cables, always observe the illustrations on this page. Never connect the
shielding of the cable to the ground contact of the plug, and always make certain that the shielding does
not come into contact with the housing of the XLR plug. If the shielding is connected to the ground, this
can lead to short-circuiting and system malfunctions.

To prevent system errors, the last device in a DMX chain needs to be equipped with a terminating resistor
(120 ohm, 1/4 Watt).
