7.Don't block any ventilation openings. Install in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions.
8. Protect the power cord from being walked on or pinched.

10. Unplug this device when unused for long periods of time.

11. The technical service is required when the device has been damaged in any way, such as power supply
cord or plug is damaged, liquid has been spilled or objects have fallen into the device, doesn't operate normally
or has been dropped.

12. Don't expose this equipment to dripping or splashing and ensure that no objects filled with liquids, such as
vases, are placed on the equipment.

13. To completely disconnect this apparatus from the AC mains, disconnect the power supply cord plug from
the AC receptacle.

14. The mains plug of the power supply cord shall remain readily operable.

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OVERVIEW

MF 3000 is a powerful fog machine that allows to ambient big spaces thanks to its accurate control of the fog
volume as the pressure expelled. It has a 5 litres tank and a watertight system to prevent spillage during
transport and handling. Its precise temperature control causes a dense fog output.

It offers several control ways: DMX (1 channel for fog trigger), wireless control and controller with cable that
incorporates timer functionality.

For fixing and transport it has 2 handles and 1 point of attachment to fix security cables.

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INSTALLATION AND USE

Always fill the unit with high quality MARK PRO liquid. Be careful not to exceed the maximum fluid level.

Firmly connect the controller cable to the proper input on the back of the machine. The unit can also operate
flush with floor or be installed in some truss. If the unit is to be mounted using the stand, it is important that
the fog does not fire directly at people.

Whichever installation method you choose, the maximum tilt angle of the device should not exceed 15 °.
Always disconnect the power supply from the mains before cleaning or repairing it. Damages caused by non-
compliance are not subject to warranty.

Before plugging in the unit, always make sure that the power supply matches the product specification voltage.
Be careful not to exceed the maximum fluid level. DO NOT REBOUND THE DEPOSIT LIMIT!
Starting and heating the machine without any liquid can permanently damage the unit!

Before plugging in the unit, make sure that the power outlet matches the product specification voltage and is
grounded.

The nozzle reaches a high temperature. Avoid touching it with your fingers and allow time to cool to
manipulate or carry it.

Once the tankis full of liquid, has warmed up and is ready to expel the fog, press the corresponding button on
any of the 2 controls or activate the corresponding DMX channel, keeping it pressed for the desired time.

1°o- Output nozzle

20- Bracket for an easy transport
30- Safety eye

40- Fog fluid tank

50- Remote control (cable length: 4.9 m)
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CONTROL METHODS
DMX control:

At the rear of the unit is a dip-switch block with which a DMX address can be assigned for remote control. In
addition to the corresponding XLR connections both input and output.

This device uses 1 channel to project fog. Connect a DMX controller to the DMX INPUT connector (1: GND, 2: -
, 3:4). The DMX OUTPUT connector allows you to connect to other DMX devices. Select the DMX start channel
using the dip-switches block. The address is configured using the appropriate dip to compose the address
number. (Row 1,2,4,8,16,32,64,128,256).
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For example:

Direction 25: Move the dip switches 1,8 and 16 to ON. Increasing the signal level in the chosen channel
increases the amount of fog projected.

Wireless control:

The wireless remote control can control a maximum of 3 devices, in an individual way
or all of them at the same time. As it has four button, A, B and C will open the fog
spraying for an individual machine, and the D button will do it from three of them at
the same time.

Remote control:

This controller incorporates a timer function other than manual triggering and continuous flow. Thus, you can
activate this mode and, using the potentiometers, set the time interval, the duration of the power on and the

amount of fog emitted
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TROUBLESHOOTING

This short guide is meant to help and try to solve simple problems, if they continue and the device cannot
operate, please, don't try to repair it by yourself, return the device to your MARK PRO dealer.

Take into account that all fog machines develop condensation around the outlet nozzle. Because this can
create moisture buildup on the surface below the outlet nozzle, in the future it may clog the fog's fluid outlet,
so keep in mind from time to time depending on the frequency of use of the device, cleaning with vinegar the
outlet nozzle making sure to unclog it.

All fog machines have a pause period after bursts of fog, when the machine will shut itself down for a short
period, to heat back up. During this time, no fog can be produced.

Fog machines may sputter small amounts of fog occasionally during operation and for a minute or so after
being turned off.

If a problem occurs, carry out the following steps in sequence until find solve the problem. If finally, the unit
operates properly, don't continue with the next steps. If the machine does not operate properly, refer servicing
to a technician.

1°-1f you experience mechanical pump noises other than the usual normal operating pump noise, or no output
at all, unplug immediately.

20- Check liquid level, the external fuse, the controllers connection and the power supply.
30-If all the above appears to be OK, plug the unit in again.

40-If the fog doesn't come out after holding the remote button down some seconds, check the hose attached
to the tank to make sure the pump is working.

50- Check the different control methods. If you use DMX, check the correct starting channel

6°- If you are unable to determine the cause of the problem, do not simply continue pushing the remote
button, as this may damage the unit.

7°- Return the machine to your MARK PRO dealer.
